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Most Canadians support or somewhat support the Canadian government maintaining the commitment to dramatically 
reduce methane emissions and Canada having a trade war with the U.S if new tariffs are put on Canadian goods that are 
entering the U.S. Over half of Canadians oppose or somewhat oppose the government reducing tax rates on 
corporations. Finally, the majority of Canadians are confident or somewhat confident that Canada can protect its 
economic interests if the NAFTA is renegotiated.

• Over seven out of ten Canadians support or somewhat support the government maintaining the commitment to 
dramatically reduce methane emissions – Seven out of ten Canadians support (49%) or somewhat support (22%) 
the Canadian government maintaining the commitment to dramatically reduce methane emissions from the oil and 
gas sector in Canada even if the U.S does not reduce its methane emissions. More than one out of four Canadians 
somewhat oppose (ten per cent) or oppose (17%) this. Two per cent are unsure.

• More than half of Canadians oppose or somewhat oppose the government reducing tax rates on corporations to 
mirror the expected lower corporate taxes – More than one out of two Canadians oppose (32%) or somewhat 
oppose (22%) the Canadian government reducing tax rates on corporations to mirror the expected lower corporate 
taxes to be introduced by President Trump in the United States. Two out of five Canadians support (19%) or 
somewhat support (21%) this. Seven per cent are unsure.

• Almost six out of ten Canadians support or somewhat support Canada having a trade war with the U.S if new 
tariffs are put on Canadian goods entering the U.S – Nearly three out of five Canadians support (25%) or 
somewhat support (33%) having a trade war with the U.S if the U.S puts new tariffs on Canadian good entering 
their country. Over one out of three Canadians oppose (18%) or somewhat oppose (17%) this. Eight per cent are 
unsure.

• The majority of Canadians are confident or somewhat confident that Canada can protect its economic interests 
if the North America Free Trade Agreement is renegotiated – Close to six out of ten Canadians are confident (17%) 
or somewhat confident (40%) that Canada can protect its economic interests if the North America Free Trade 
Agreement is renegotiated, while four out of ten Canadians are not confident (16%) or somewhat not confident 
(24%). Three per cent are unsure.

These observations are based  on an RDD dual frame (land- and cell-lines) hybrid telephone and online random survey 
of 1,000 Canadians, 18 years of age or older, between January 28th and February 1st, 2017 as part of an omnibus survey. 
Participants were randomly recruited by telephone using live agents and administered a survey online. Individuals were 
randomly called using random digit dialling with a maximum of five call backs. The margin of error for a random survey 
of 1,000 Canadians is ±3.1 percentage points, 19 times out of 20.
